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ABSTRACT
We strongly encourage authors to use the following style of structured abstracts:
Background: Place the question addressed in a broad context.
Methods: Briefly describe the main methods or treatments applied.
Results: Summarise the main findings.
Conclusions: Indicate the main conclusions or interpretations. 
Keywords: keyword 1, keyword 2, keyword 3 (List three to five pertinent keywords specific to the doctoral thesis yet reasonably common within the subject discipline)
The abstract should be an objective representation of the doctoral thesis, it should not exaggerate the main conclusions and must not contain results that are not presented and substantiated in the doctoral thesis.
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
